In course of time, the Rani gave
birth to a bonny boy A successor was
born to the throne. There was joy
everywhere. But destiny had decided
otherwise. There was a minor accident
but it took the life of the Prince. The aged
and ailing Gangadharrao broke down
completely. This shock took his life in the




year 1853. The was a terrible blow to
Jhansi and her young Queen But Rani
Laximibai was not one to be broken down
by such calamities. She was the strong
lady who would face such calamities with
courage. She took the entire
administration in her hands. She adopted
avirtuous son to continue the dynasty. He
was named Damodarrao with him by her
side, she carried out the affairs of the
kingdom. She had learnt the arts of
diplomacy and politics by the side of
Shrimant Nanasaheb Pashwa.

Lord Dalhousie the British
Governor General was pursuing with
great vigor the policies of Lord Wellesly
his predecessor to expand the rule of the
East India company. He would find out
some excuse or the other to annexe the
various Princely States and make them a
part of the British rule. He did not accept
the adoption of a prince by Rani Laxmibai
and issued a declaration annexing the
State of Jhansi. Rani Laxmibal
stubbornly refused to bow to this action of
the British. She firmly refused to accept
this declaration and the proposal for a
pension of Rs. 60,000/-. She turned back
Major Ellis, who had come to take the
charge of the State and announced that
she would never part with her Jhansi.
(Meri Jhansi nahi doongi), The result was
inevitable. Afight with the mighty forces of
the East India Company rule. But the
Rani was prepared for that She would
never want to live a life of dependency

and insult. In those days, the tyrannical
and unjust rule of the British had angered
all the people. A country wide agitation to
disrupt the British rule and to drive the
English out of the country was secretly
taking root in India. Jhansi was of course
a part of this agitation. The Princely rulers
and military commandants who used to
meet secretly for this purpose were
amazed at manoeuvres and strategies
planned by the Queen. All of them
accepted her as their leader.

Unfortunately, just a month before
completion of the preparation for these
war efforts and the timing of the
unanimously fixed eventual uprising, the
actual war broke out on the 10th of May
1857. In the beginning, there was all
round success for the revolutionaries.
But lack of communications led to lack of
co-ordination and there was complete
confusion all over. The entire war plan
and strategy broke down. The East India
Company started to destroy and
eliminate all the revolutionaries
systematically. Since Jhansi was the
main centre of this uprising and since
Rani Laxmibai was its main architect and
support, a determined effort was
launched by the British to capture Jhansi.
Rani Laxmibai repulsed the first attack
with great
resistance.

Lord Dalhousie was succeeded by
Lord Canning. He deputed Sir Hugh
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Rose to Jhansi to capture Jhansi and to
bring Rani Laxmibai alive to Kolkata. Sir
Rose surrounded Jhansi in March 1958
with all his might. Rani defended the fort
with great valour and strength. She would
don martial armour and with a naked
sword in her hand, would direct her forces
while moving all along the parapet of the
fort She sent messengers to other States
seeking their help.

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History of
India's Independence

INDIAN Independence Day is a hugely
significant national holiday for Indians, which
marks the seminal moment the nation
became independent from the United
Kingdom.

This was officially declard on Aug.15,
1947, making this India's 75th Independence
Day. Not only did India become independent
on this day, but the country was divided into
india and Pakistan.

Although unrest at colonial rule existed
long before, the Indian independence
movement gained momentum after the First
World War, Mahatma Gandhi led the revolt
againstoppressive British rule and organised
passive resistance campaigns.

Although minor concessions were
made by the British Government, they were
not enough. Disconnet continued to grow in
india, with nationalist leaders such as Gandhi
rejecting Britain's empty promises. In 1942,
during the Second World War,

The Quit India Movement demanding
an end to British rule was launched by the
Indian Congress.

This led to colonial authorities arresting
and jailling hundreds of nationalists,
including Gandhi.

Despite these sentences,
demonstrations grew after the war. Lord Louis
Mountbatten, who was Viceroy in the country.
had been given until 1948 to divide the
nation, but this date was hastily moved
forward.

His plan involved division along
broadly religious Lines - although It is up for
debate how successful this was.

In 1947 the Indian National Congress
reluctantly accepted the creation of Pakistan
and onAug. 15, 1947, the IndianIindependence
Bill took effect.

After the signing of the bill, it was
agreed colonial India would be divided into

two separate states -One with a Muslim
majority (Pakistan) and the other with a
Hindu Majority (India).

The two countries celebrate on
different days because Lord Mountbatten
had to attend the PAkistan celebration on
Aug 14 and then travel to Delhi gor India's
first Independence Day on Aug 15.

Onthe eve of Independence Day, the
president of india delivers an address to the
nation from his office that is broadcast
nationally.

On the morning of Aug 15, the
celebration Kicks of with the arival of the
prime Minister of India who receives a
general salute from the guard honour,
which connsists of representatives from
from the three wings of the Indian armed
forcrs (army navy and airforce) and the
Delhiploce.

The main event begins with the
hosting of the national flag by the prime
minister, which is synchronised with 21
honorary gunshorts and followed by a
moving rendition of the 'Jana Gana MAna'
(IIndia's national anthem)

Later in the day celebrations include
patriotic paraders and pageants focussed
on honouring the freedoms fighters, a
march-past led by the Indian armed forces

and paramilitary forces and performances
by schoolchildren.

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TATYA TOPE

' MARTYR SENAPATI TATYA TOPE
1! Birth 1814, Kaashi
iann\_wd 18 April 1859, Shivpuri

Although the whole edifice of the War of Independence of 1857 had collapsed, there were
<lill brave warriors who carried on the struggle with great courage and fortitude. They unnerved the
British completely. At the top of the list of these brave persons stands Tatya Tope, last commander
of the last Peshwa of the Maratha dynasty. He is perhaps the only Indian warrior whose feats were
noted and recognized by the European press. Ramanchandra Pandurang Bhat was Tatya's
originalname. He was bornin 1814 at Yeolain Maharashtra.

To start with Tatya Tope had accepted employment under the East India Company. But
since he harboured a deep hatred for the English who had annexed the local kingdoms, he
resigned from the service soon after joining it. Then he became the Chief Bodyguard and personal
attendant of Shrimant Nanasaheb Peshwa had an impressive personality. He would speak
endearingly and to the point. Apart from Marathi, he was proficient in other languages like Hindi,
Urdu, Gujarathi. He knew a smattering of English too. He would impress anyone instantly. It was
because of these qualities that he was able to persuade a large number of Indian soldiers and
citizens who were the employment of the English army to join the struggle forindependence.

The War of 1857 started all over in India. Shrimant Nanasaheb had good relations with the
English, though only superficially So Hilarsdon, the Collector of Kanpur asked for his help. Taking
advantage of this opportunity, Shrimant entered Kanpur with his army. Tatya used all his diplomatic
skill to get control over the treasury and store of artillery ammunition without any fighting at all.
Shrimant Nanasaheb captured Kanpur on 4th June 1857. Shrimant Nanasaheb got himself
coronated and crowned himself a King on 1stjuly 1858 and declared the War of Independence. But
this effort was short-lived. The English attacked Kanpur with all their might. A fierce battle ensued
on the 16th and 17th of July. Tatya put all his military skill to use. The soldiers also fought valiantly.
But unfortunately, the Peshwa had to accept defeat ultimately. He escaped the chase from the
English forces and disappeared into Nepal. Nobody ever knew thereafter as to what happened to
him.

The Peshwas had ordered Tatya to mobilize all the forces which had fallen into dis-array
and to bring them together at Kaipi from where a new offensive was to be launched. Tatyawas able
to get around a big force together. He resorted to guenila tactics and troubled the English in small
battles. It was necessary for the revolutionaries to have the Gwalior kingdom, rich in manpower
and ammunitions, on their side. Tatya had used all his resources and skill to turn around a large
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segmentlof Gws:sllio'r forces on his side. Thus, when he attacked Gwalior on 1st June 1858, along
with Rani Laxmibai, all of Scindia forces, on just seeing Tatya, joined him. Gwalior was captured

without even a single battle. Scindia and his courtiers escaped to Agra and took shelter with the
English.

On the pretext of helping Scindia and also putting them in front, Sir Hugh Rose suddenly
attacked Tatya on 18th of June 1858. Afierce battle ensued. But the enemy gained the upper hand.
Tatya was defeated. Rani Laxmibai had to die a martyr while trying to escape from the enemy

stronghold. Tatya was however successful in dodging the English and was able to escape with his
brigades.

For many years thereafter, Tatya continued British using guerilla tactics. He was able to
defeat the British at many places like Isagarh, Talbahat, Chanderi, etc. But the English had
determined to see that he does not settle down anywhere and consolidate himself. The English
historians have recorded as to what miracles Tatya would have performed if only this had been
allowed to happen. Three senior English commandants Park, Mitchell and Bechar were after him
like hounds. Tatya was successful in crossing the Narmadarriver at a distance of about 40 miles (20
kos) from Hoshangabad. It was really a marvel as to how he could dodge all these three English
commandants and achieve this feat. The value and importance of this valiant act is clear from the
very prominent importance of this news by the English and other European newspapers. The
historian Mallison and the leading English newspaper of Kolkata,- Friends of India- were never
tired of praising and appreciating his valiant deeds. They had compared him to Napolean. Not
merely this, the newspaper like the London Times even wrote an editorial on him.

All this fighting and running about involved movements of nearly 60 miles per day. During
this period of assaults, withdrawals and victories and defeats, Tatya ignited the flame of revolution
and a yearning for independence in the minds of thousands of people. in spite of having no
inducements other than perhaps hard work. hunger and probably death, young people joined his
forces in large numbers. The English experienced that on occasions, there would be more than
10,000 soldiers in Tatya's base camps. It was not merely Tatya's impressive personality that
brought this about; it was also the strong urge to gainindependence. It also became very clear that
once proper leadership became available, the whole country was prepared to stake everything
and fight even with their own lives to achieve independence. Hence the allegation of the English
historians that the uprising was merely a mutiny by the soldiers and a selfish war waged by a
handful of luxury-loving princes falls completely flat and is proved wrong. The country is yet to fully
recover from the bitter disappointment brought about bythe defeats in these wars of revolution.

Sensing that Tatya was not being tamed, the East India Company Government decided to
resort to treachery. They announced a reward of Rs. 10 lakhs for his arrest and started scouting for
traitors. A commandant of the Scindias, Mansingh. tempted by this offer and out of selfishness
became prepared to sacrifice his friendship with Tatya and to betray his own motherland. He found
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oul somo oxcuso and invited Tatya to his camp. He persuaded him to stay on in his camp after
dinnor, On that black night of 7th April 1859, the treacherous Mansingh showed to Sir Meade the
placo whoro Tatya was resting. He attacked and took Tatya, who was in deep slumber after some
hoctic horse ride, under his control. He was hand cuffed and whisked away under very strong
oscorl that very night to Sir Riachard Meade's camp at Shivpuri. Tatyawas imprisonedin that fort.

Court martial proceedings were started against him before a military tribunal in the Fort at
Shivpur. He was charged with treason and attempt to overthrow the East India Company
Government, Of course, all this was only a show. Tatya would not accept a court set up by the
foreign ruiors. He did not, therefore, pay any heed to the charges leveled against him. He did not
say a word boyond staling that he only obeyed the orders of his chief, Shrimant Nanasaheb
Poshwa and that he knew nothing else. Tatya was sentenced to death. He was hanged on 18 of
April 1850, exaclly cleven days after he was imprisoned, under very heavy protection of hundreds
of soldiers belonging to the Bengal Regiment on the Parade Ground No 3 atthe rear of the Shivpur
Forl Hundreds of Enquish women were present to witness the hanging. The English Fares
removed the hair locks from his body which was brought down from the gallows as memento.
These very hair locks and the military outfit worn by him had been preserved in the British Army
Muscum in London. These articles were brought to India during the centenary celebrations of the
1857 uprising. The war of Independence of 1857 did not succeed. Many states were annexed.
Thousands of brave people lost their lives. The revolutionaries were sentenced to death or
imprisoned for life. The fire of revolution was doused. But from this smouldering fire arose the
sprouts of revolution.
